Restatement of your thesis (NOTE: a restatement is a rewording of the idea-- do not cut and paste thesis from intro)


Summation of ideas and findings


End with a connection-- WHY does this matter? WHAT lessons are contained in the study of the character? HOW does it relate to you or the world you live in? 





Introduce topic by grabbing the reader's attention


Introduce author, text, and further explain topic


Narrow ideas into a thesis statement (NOTE: a thesis not only tells the reader WHAT your paper will be about, but HOW you intend to prove it)





Topic sentence that explains what the first paragraph will be about


Introduction to quotation (Who is speaking? to whom? in what context?) 


Insert quotation to provide textual support


EXPLAIN what this quotation reveals abou the character and HOW it relates back to your thesis.
